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Make the Blankets

1. Take your two pieces of fleece and put one piece on top of the other, lining up the edges so they are 
even.

2. Trim off any extra around the edges of your fleece. Remember, try to cut straight, but it doesn't have 
to be.

3. Take your piece of 21" x 21" paper and lay it on the corner of your blanket. Then cut out the corner 

through both layers. Do this on all four corners.

4. Now you are ready to cut your pieces of fringe. Cut 21” into both fleeces at 1" wide. Proceed to cut 1" 

intervals on all four sides.

5. Starting on one side and using one piece of fringe from each piece of fleece, tie using basic hand 

knots. Tie these knots on every piece of fringe around the entire blanket.

6. You’re done! You’ve made a cute and cuddly blanket for the kitties!

Supplies Needed
Two pieces of fleece fabric (1/3 yard each), 
Fabric scissors,  One 21” x 21” piece of paper
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
